Pastor Lorraine Boucon was a good
friend. We’d get together most months
| s with fellow friend Fr. Sam Morrison,
Pastor of St. James Episcopal Church in
Pentwater, and occasionally a couple of
other clergy, to read the upcoming
weekend’s scripture. Mostly it was the three of us, which
provided an atmosphere where we could be candid and
confidential. Conversation often dealt more with family,
friends, and local church dynamics. We accepted and liked
each other.

Other less intimate opportunities to interact were also provided
at monthly Ministerial Association meetings. Each year she
produced her homemade pecan pie for their church lunch and
bazaar — and each year she gifted me with a piece. It was justa
few weeks ago that I was the happy recipient. Each Lent Pastor
Lorraine invited me to speak at one of Hart UCC’s Lenten
Church Suppers, and she was a favorite annual speaker at our
Lenten Bread & Soup Lunches at St. Gregory. It was a quid-
pro-quo.

A couple of years ago her husband died and, as you can
imagine, she was heartbroken. Then a year ago last summer
she suffered horrible health issues. She said she thought she
was going to die. “Really,” she said. But she had bounced
back from both that illness and her husband’s death in the last
year. She particularly enjoyed a family trip to NYC last
summer. And a year ago she was most proud of being
ordained. Before that she was a legal and full pastor, but last
November she accomplished that final step.

She was a beloved pastor and thought and spoken of as their
“sweet” Pastor Lorraine. I have lots of longer-term friends,
and very close clergy friends, both men and women - but none
sweeter than Lorraine. I will miss her and the gift of her
friendship. And I will pray for her congregation and all who
know a deep loss.

But I’'m happy for her, having run and finished the race. Faith
and serving Christ was her life’s purpose. Last week, with
God’s grace, Pastor Lorraine Boucon achieved her ultimate
goal.

Pope Francis has decided to convene an Extraordinary General
Assembly of the Synod of Bishops, which is a meeting of bishops
from around the world gathered to discuss a particular theme or
message. The topic for the synod in October 2014 will be: Pastoral
Challenges to the Family in the Context of Evangelization. As the
preparatory document outlines, Pope Francis has
asked the bishops of the world to address pastoral
challenges to the family in a focused way.

In order to consult widely, the Holy Father has
asked parishes and individuals for their input on a
questionnaire regarding family and the Church.
Your pastor is currently consulting members of
your parish community, including staff and
advisory leaders, to craft thoughtful, reflective responses to the
questions.

I also want to invite you to share your individual input on the
questionnaire, by visiting the diocesan website,
dioceseofgrandrapids.org. You will find resources about the Synod
as well as links to the questionnaire in English and Spanish. You
can email your personal responses to any or all of the questions
from November 19 to December 13, 2013.

Before the end of the year, all the responses will be organized
and sent to the United States Conference of Catholic Bishops who
will then send the data to the Vatican in preparation for the Synod.
I understand that time is short and I am grateful for your response
to this important matter so that we may provide assistance to the
bishops who will participate in the Extraordinary Synod.

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Se dice que el pueblo wampanoag, que vivia en lo que hoy se conoce como
Massachusetts y Rhode Island, recibi6 a los recién llegados a lo que se convirtié en
el Plymouth colonial y eran parte esencial de su supervivencia durante su primer
afio, ensefiando a los peregrinos como cultivar y vivir de la tierra. Conocidos por su
hospitalidad, los wampanoag eran también un pueblo para quien dar gracias era
parte de la vida diaria. Pero la historia de Estados Unidos y los nativos americanos
no han sido siempre tan romantica como se refleja en muchas pinturas del “Primer
Dia de Accion de Gracias™.

Aunque sin darse cuenta, los americanos nativos estaban entre los primeros de esta
tierra en practicar el evangelio acogiendo y dando de comer a los forasteros y
expresando gratitud por las bendiciones recibidas por Dios. Dar gracias a Dios a
diario por los dones de la naturaleza y la Creacion ha sido siempre una manera muy
importante de vivir para los americanos nativos. Este aflo, al sentarnos a la mesa
con la familia y los amigos para compartir y dar gracias a Dios por todas las
bendiciones recibidas, podemos también honrar a las comunidades nativas
incluyéndolas en nuestras oraciones y recordando sus grandes contribuciones a este
pais.

Su comprension del medio ambiente, amor a la tierra y a la comunidad, sus
culturas, oracion y bailes son una expresion de amor por la tierra que Dios nos ha
dado y un ejemplo a seguir. Las comunidades nativas tradicionalmente ponen un
gran valor en la tierra y en la interaccion social; su conocimiento puede ser clave
para comprender la tierra, generar apoyo y sostenibilidad, y poner en marcha
practicas ambientales en que los animales y las plantas no sean recursos a explotar,
sino una parte importante de la creacion que debe ser cuidada.

Hace una década, en reconocimiento de su contribucion significativa a la nacion, el
mes de noviembre fue declarado como Mes de la Herencia Nativa Americana. En
noviembre de 2012, en una proclamacion que honra a los nativos americanos, el
Presidente Obama dijo: “Al honrar los logros de los americanos nativos, debemos
también reconocer las partes de nuestra historia compartida que se han visto
oscurecidas por la violencia y el maltrato violento. Durante siglos, los americanos
nativos se enfrentaron a la crueldad, injustica y promesas rotas. A medida que
trabajamos juntos para forjar un futuro mas brillante, no nos podemos olvidar de los
aspectos dificiles de nuestro pasado.”
